This Is it: Organize
at once as directed in No. 5 or No. 1,
of The Socialist. Immediately there-
after issue a call to other Social D mo-
Lerats in your county to meet at a giv-
en place and time, ,not later than Oc-
tober 14 Publish your call in this
 paper Hold your convention, make
in No. 5. If there should happen to
be two or more calls issued in the |
Isame county, the State Committee will
harmonize them at Headguarters.
| Second. In case you find it impos-
kaible to organize—for lack of time or
‘money-—any Socialist or Socialists, |
one or more, may issue the call and
proceed exactly as above directed.

In order, however, to use the Social

tion), and the large and ever increasing

class of wage-workers. possessing no means
of production. This economic supremacy
has secured to theé dominant class the full
control of the government, the pulpit, the
schools and the public press, thereby making
them the arbiters of the fate of the working
_class. while it is reducing it to a ‘condition
of dependence, economically exploited and
suppressed, intellectually and
crippled and degraded and its political
equality rendered a bitter mockery, and the
contest between these two classes grows
ever sharper. Hand in hand with the growth
of monopolies goes the annihilation of small
industries, and the middle class depending
upon them: ever larger grows the multi-
tude of destitute wage workers and of the
unemploved, and ever flercer the struggle
between the class of the exploiter and the
exploited, the capitalists and the wage work-
ers. \

The evil effects of capitalist production
are intensified by the recurring industrial
crises continually rendering the . existence
of the greater part of the population more
precarious and uncertain, which amply
proves that the modern means of production
have outgrown the existing social order
based on production for profit.

Human energy and natural resources are
wasted for individual gain.

Ignorance is fostered that wage slavery
may be perpetuated. Science and invention
are perverted to the exploitation of men
women and children.

The lives and liberty of the working class
are recklessly sacrificed for profit.

Wars are fomented between nations: in-
diseriminate slaughter is encouraged; the
destruction of whole races is sanctioned in
order that the capitalist class may extend
its commercial dominion abroad and en-
hance its supremacy at home.

The Social Democratic party of the
state of Washington in convention assem.
bled, lays down the following platform:

First— We reaffirm our belief in the prin-
ciples of International SocHlism,
the nomination of Debs and Harriman, and
the platform as adopted by the Unity Com-
mittee of theS. D. P. and 8. L. P.

Second-—~The principles of Intwrnatlonnl
Soclalism, based on the irrepressible strug-
gle of wage-labor against modern capitalism,
are fundamental to our existence as a party.
We arraign capitalism as a system incompat-
ible with freedom and Jjustice. We as
sert that capitalism and wageslavery are
inseparable twins. We demand the abolit
ion of human slavery, the emancipation of
the wage-working class, the destruction of
capitalism,

Third- We affirm this irrepressible class-
struggle to 'be a historie fact, a process of
social evolution. Our demands are there
fore in the line of progress. We are as sure
to suceeed as the laws of nature are inev-
itable,

based on the exploitdtion of labor by others

The Social Democratic party aims to unite
the exploited and robbed laborers into a po-
litleal unit, fully instructed and conscious of-
its “historic mission. and. power,

We, therefore, call upon all wage workers,
to vote for their own class interests, to for-
sake all parties and measures that do not
recognize and advocate the supreme issue
of modern times, namely, wage-slaves

‘against capitalist tyramts.

We are fighting for no half-way measures.
We will not be content till every working-
man understands how he is exploited and
robbed by the capitalist and understands
also that he has an immediate weapon in
the ballot whereby to achieve his own eman-
cipation.

the unemployed shall be employed.

Fifth—While we recognize the Labor Un-
ion movement is a necessity under the cap-
italist svstem. we wish to point out the fact
that it is impotent to bring any permanent
relief to the working class. We feel it our
duty to stand by the nnions in all their
struggles and in turn call upon them to com-
plete their emancipation by united political
action.

Sixth-—We denounce all wars of aggres-
sion and we call upon all workers every-
where to cease to bear arms in the interest
of capitalists who seek to make cannon-food
out of .those who create all wealth in order
to perpetnate their mastery over the work-
ors,
