We have heard a great deal about
electing a Socfalist president in 1908,
or maybe earlier, or a day or two later,
it 'is immaterial which. Having bad
some connection witd the members of
the party, through correspondence and
also personal contact in attending con-
ventions, etc,, it is my opinion that
we have a Herculean task before us fn
getting the members of our party
ready’ to manage their own affairs. By
the very nature of our. movement, av-
ery member must know, not only the
purpose of the party, but also how to
accomplish that purpose, .

Does the majority ‘of ithe members
of the Socialist Party know how to
conduct the campaign against the cap-
! ltalist class:

If not, why not?

I am convinced that %a majority
us uo pot act as though we thoroughly
understood, to use the vernacular,
“what we are up against.”

‘Why not?

In a word, there has been a great
deal of agitation and a limited amount
of education, In the press and on the
platform, we have largely confined
ourselves to the very necessary work
of what we ternf “propagande.” We
have endeavored to convince readers
and hearers that Socialism is the hope
of the world, that the capitalist sys-
tem must be abolished, and that we
must vote the Socialist ticket.

So much i$ good, but it is not all. It
is only the beginning, and the press
and speakers have only broken the
ground for the foundation when they
stop with that.

Such propaganda has resuited in
causing a great many people. to be-
come interested in Soclalism. The
work of helping them to understand
how we are to accomplish the aims
and declarations of the Socialist Par-
ty platforms has been to a great ex-
tend <purposely avolded, and for two
main reasons: The work of agitation
is easy while ‘that of education I8
hard; and we have been afraid of dis-
cussing party tactics on the ground '
of it hindering the work of agitation.

As to the first reason, agitation is
easy. Most anyone can open his
mouth and talk, take up his pen and
write. “Hot "air” is an inexhaustible
product.  But the work of education’
is slow and difficult. The child begins
to develop its lungs before it does its .
brains. The majority of Soclalists
have to travel over the same road.
Like the child that is being pricked by
a pin, as soon as the agitation, press
or speaker, has aroused us to a knowl-
edge of our condition and we begin
to realize that we are being robbed,
we let forth a vell. Again, we act like
the child in trying to acquaint every:
one else with our condition.

Now this {8 a very necessary pro-
cess, but it has to be outlived. The
period of milk diet must not he pro-
longed into years, Above all things,
the Soclalist mmust learn to dress him-
self and know when to vote and how,
without being told to ¢a so by any
other member or,_ the party.

Capitalist politics thrive best under
tne direction of a strong personality,
for the people have been trained so
that most anyone with a large vocab-
ulary can lecd them around by the
nose, Not so with Socialist poiitics.
Weé are not like sheep being led to
slaughter. Every member of the par-
ty must know that he or she is the
equal of every other member, so far
as party management Is concerned.
And in tais very fact, is found one of
the most difficult problems the Social-
ist movement will have to solve, that
of teaching every member the power
and responsibility devolving upon
whomsoever becomes a member of the
Socialist Party, and also how to ac-
complish our purpose as a party. -

A leader in the Socialist movement,
would be as dangerous to it as leaders
have been to all movements. Even in
capitalist political parties, leaders

But Not Abuse.

Abuse is not argument. Reason does
not come from u brain heated oves
much with righteous indignation, And
pondercus adjectives innumerable do
not always betoken sound judgment,

Now, fet us reason calmly about this
matter, and not after the manner of
over-wrought capitalists fearing an as.
sault on their vested rights. Remem-
ber it is the “good of the cause” that
is up for discussion, and not the in-
jury of this. man or that man, If any

~ individual in or out of the Socialist
movement feels, that the movement is
interfering with his material interests
he mugt be given to understand that
the movement {8 greater than any
individual, however brﬂlunl great
and useful he may be. I say this
without any prejudice toward any
comrade and in‘all charity. Let us,
therefore, discuss principles and de-
cide for the good of the cause re-
gardless of individuals,

Socialist Party for, Working Class,

In the first place, the Socialist party
15\ primarily a working class move-

ment,  All Socialists are agreed as
to that. Its object is to get the work-
ing class to unite and emancipate
thenigelves. To get them to do that
they must first see the necessity of
selzing the powers of government by
means of the ballot, abolishing the
capitalist system and wage slavery,
and setting up a system of the pub-
lic collective ownership and control
of the means of production and. dis-
tribution.

A Few Necessary Points.

Now, before the working class, in
any great number, will make the ef-
fort to thus free themselves, they
must first realize fully the following:

1, That they WANT freedom for

* their clags.

2. That they will get no willing aid
from any other class.

3. That they MUST free themselves.

4. That they CAN free themselves,

Individually the members of the
working class want freedom, but be
fore they see the necessity of wanting
industrial or economic freedom for
their class, they must realize:

1. That soclety is divided into two
great classes—the working class and
the capitalist class. °

2. That the interests ot the capital-
st class are directly and eternally
opposed to the Interests of the work-
ing, class.

3. That as long as these twq classes
exist there will be & slave class on

. the one hand and & master class on
the other; and the struggle of the en-
slaved class for more or less free-
dom, and of the master class to keep
their slayes more or less in uubjecuon.
will continue.’

4. That regardiess of the fact that
& comparatively small number of the
enslaved class will now and then rise
out of their class_into the capitalist
class by their individual efforts, and
many of the master class will sink

. © into the enslaved class through mis-

fortune, there will be no hope for the
great mass of the enslaved class.or
working elass, as long as another
class of men own and control the
means of living—the job power.

. Must Free Themselves.

In order that the working class may
realize that they will get no willing
ald from any other class, and, there
. fore, must free themselves,, they mu\lt
1. That no privileged clags ever
freely and willingly surrendered, any’
of their privileges.

2. That it is to the interest ot the
capitalist class and those who imagine
they are a part of that class, to keep
the working class fn a condition of
" wageslavery by every means possible,
. such 'as keeping the working 'class

2. The helplessness of the e-plul-
ist clags. They can do nothing with-
out the working class. Fhne working
class not only operate the indudtries
of their capitalist masters, but' they
now manage such industries. The
superintendents,” managers, agents,
galesmen, etc., of great corporations
end trusts are as much hired men
(wage slaves with gilded collars) as
the plain operatives,

2. 'That they are really more intel-
ligent, from a practieal standpoint

their cunning -but really ignorant mas-
ters, and that the closer they get to
these lordly “masters of the bread,”
the smaller they appear.

3. 'That since the working class
have had the intelligence and courage
t0 build up their great and compact
labor organizations unaided and alone,
and against the combined opposluou
of the master class, by means of which
organizations they have forced the
master class to give them -greater
privileges than they otherwise would
enjoy; the working class Hkewise have
the intelligence, when circumstances
compel them to act, to build up a still
greater and ‘more compact labor or-
ganization along  political - lines,
through which they will demand and
obtain for themselves not merely a
little more industrial liberty, but all
their industrial liberty.

4. That as the working class were
compelled to organize industrially in-
to, mdes unions, so will they also
be compel)ed to organize politically
into the ‘party of their class. And as
the working class have the intelli-
gence not only to organize, but also
to manage, the complicated affairs
of the trades unions, so do the working
class have the intelligence to organ-
ize, operate and manage a system of
individual as-well as political govern-
ment of, by and for their own class,
under which each and every worker
will get the equivalent of the full prod-
uct of his labor,

5. That if the working clus will or
ganize, go on strike together, suffer
together, and even die for each other,
just because they demand a little old
measly ten per cent, raise—just’ a
little more of the product of their
labor—how much more solidly will
they stand together when they see the
necessity of voting for all the product
of their labor. If they will thus stand
together for part of their freedom,
how much more firmly will they stand
shoulder to shoulder when they see
that by uniting at the ballot box they
can get ALL their freedom?

_ Must Develop Themselves.

Now, to get back to the subject,
from which I necessarily had to wan-
der:

If the working class are to free
themselves and must realize all I have
mentioned in order to see the neces:
sity. of organized political action, they
must also befitted for industrial self-
government. Hoy can they be fitted
for this struggleqfor freedom and
for bringing about an orderly system
of real industrial democracy unless
they learn by experience. How are
they to get this necessary experience
unless they take an active part in the
work of their own emancipation by
speaking, by writing, by studying and
discussing political and economjc
questions, by electing men of their
class to office>-in other words, by con-
stantly touching e¢lbows with each
other. If men not of thelr class at-
tempt to do this work for them be-
cause such men are supposed to be
smarter than common working men,
because they can use high-sounding
hnznnse,'ud learned expressions—
will not the working class naturally
stand back and let them take ‘the
lead? The working class Nave al-
ways been led. Should Socialists
claiming to be revolutionary and sci-
entific, encourage the. old, hoary capi-
talist delusion that the worker must
be led? The working class do not
need leaders and teachers. They need
exemplifiers—men of their class who
will say to them: *“You see me doing
this. You can do it, too, if you try.
Why don’t you try?. All you need is

The existing political situation in
‘Massachusetts is of great interest to
Socialists. The increased vote polled
last year has fully aroused the old
party leaders, and while they are
goundly chastising each other on the
stump and in the piess as of yore, yet
they are co-operating in an effort to
block Socialist progress and to win
the workingmen away from the new
and growing force represented by the
Socialist party.

The Democratic state committee is
trying to regain the ground lost to the
Socialists in several representative
districts, notably the fourth Plymouth,
which the late Frederic O. MacCart-

represented so ably for four years.
ln he South Boston districts, the Dem-
ocrats are especlally active in dissem-
inating literature attempting to show
that the Soclalists are against relig-
fon, the family and ‘marriage. South
Boston is made up almost entirely of
Irish Catholic workingmen, and the
increased Socialist' vote polled there
yast year was a shock to the Demo-
cratic politicians who have controlled
the districts for years and years. In
the Brighton district also, the fight is
being made to prevent Comrade W. J.
Coyne from being elected, as he polled
a remarkable vote there last year.

In the Brockton district, Wallace C.
Ransden is' running for re-election
while there are good chances of elec-
ting another representative from
Brockton and one in the Bridgewater
district, where Geo. J. Alcott only
missed e¢lection last year by under
fifty votes.

But it is in the fifth Haverhill dis-,

trict represented for five years by
James F. Carey that the critical fight
is going on. The fifth district has
long been known as the “Gibralter of
Sociallsm” in Massachusette. and
while vigorous attempts have been
made each cessive year to defeat
Carey, they have all failed. But the
efforts put forward by the opposition
this year are reported to be unequalled
in their intensity and bitterness.

The anti-Socialist ca#mpaign now
reaching its culmlnntiod( in the elec-
tion next month has been gaining in
force for the past year. A local fight
between rival shoe workers’ unions
has been taken full advantage of by
the capitalist politicians and Jheir
tools, and nothing has been left un-
done to embitter the workers on both
sides against Carey and the Socialist
Party.

In this, the anti-Socialists have re-
ceived the active assistance and sup-
port of the National Economic League
and the Republican National Commit-
tee, for it is .n Haverhill that the

“campaign of education” against So-
cialism in Massachusetts has been in-
augurated. A weekly paper devoted
exclusively to fighting the Socialists
has been bublished for nearly a year,
the principal articles being furnished
by F. G. R. Gordon, Herbert N. Cas-
son and others, Gordon is now busy
using the same figures he omployed in
support of Socialism as arguments to
defend Capitalism. In addition to
this is the regular daily republican
paper which has a monopoly in Haver-
hill, being tne only one in the local
field, and it fulfills its mission of dis-
tortion and mllropresenutlon to the
utmost. ¥

In order to ronnd out the nonde-
script  collection of curiosities who-
have been enlisted against the Social-
ists’ cause, Martha Moore Avery and
David Goldstein, who were defeated &
vear ago in their attempt to get con-
trol of the Socialist party in Massa-
chusetts, are announced as speakers
against Carey in his district and the
republicans are preparing to give the
reclaimed ones a cordial reception.
As was to be expected, Avery and
Goldstein will speak on Socialism in
its relation to the home, religion and
free love, subjects upon which, after
several years' study and -experience,
they claim to be nuthorities, a propo-
sition with which all those who know
this pair will heartily agree. The
latest news from Haverhill is to the
effect that another paper is about to
be started by an organization of busi-
ness men, with Gordon as editor.

In the meanwhile, the Socialists are
doing the best they can. The litera-
ture is being distributed and meetings
‘held nightly. Carey is giving as much
time as possible to the local campaign.
The comrades are better organized
than for some time and many of the
old workers have fallen into line
again, aroused by the conflict. Of
course the anti-Socialists believe that
by defeating Carey they will be giving
Socialism in Massachusetts its death
blow, which reveals their ignorance of
the movement. N

In the state at large, John C. Chase
is again on the stump for Governor,
10—S8ocialist—awtiB?.r,r db—W A F’
and John W. Brown, -Dan A. White,
Carey, Dr, H. A. Gibbs and others are
speaking nightly throughout the state-
and addressing larger crowds than.

| be situated. The recognition of this
important truth is the main motive
that prompts me to write this article.

It may not be without interest to
American readers to Jearn how a hand-
i ful of miners fancifully separated
from them by a geographical line
' should have so manfully yet so unsuc-
cessfully struggled against one of the

mammoth combinations of Canadian |’

! capital—the giant “Crow's Nest Pass
| Coal Company,” operating in the fab-
i ulously wealthy mineral bearing coun-
i try of Southeast Kootenay.

‘Most of you remember that awful
mining catastrophe at Fernie on' May
24th, 02, in which over 130 men and
boys met their doom. Now, I will not
state the cause of killing these miners
or you ‘will say that I Jook on the
worst side of things and color it with
| my own views, but I will give you the
| verdict of the jury, composed of local
business men, who were assuredly an-
tagonistic to anything pertaining to
Socialism. Men with hushed breath,
{ women with tearful, anxious faces, all
awalited this verdict, b

“We find that the death of these

| miners was caused by the carelessness
[ and neglect of the company and its

officials.”

What does this amount to? In
other words thdt the coal miners were
murdered by the greedy rapacity of a
skinflint, grasping corporation. And
must it not ever be so, workingmen, as
long as the mines are owned by pri-
vate individuals who mine coal for
profit and not for use? What care

.they about making the mines safe and
{ comfortable—it takes money to do

this—all they trouble about is the big
| dlvidend. A few men killed does not
matter to them, .there are always
plenty to take their place.

Now, after the explosion, after these
mines were shown tc be dusty and
dangercua, In fact, nothing but a
ceath trap, after more than 130 of the
miders’ comrades were killed, after
most of the miners had lain idle for

| weeks and weeks owing to the un-
{ workable condition of the .nine, the

result of the explosion, after all this,

. the first move of the company was to

give the miners & reduction of wages.
The men protested against this, called
a strike but were sadly defeated and
had either to. accept the Demon's
terms or starve. i

A few months afterwards, condi-
tions becoming 8o wunbearable .and
many of the underground employees
trying unsuccessfully to live on ‘half
of ‘nothing,’ the miners determined
again to strike, = Again, the miners
put up a sturdy fight and at the word

*“go” every man whether employed in |

cbke making or mining threw down
their tools—except six.

The miners made  short work ot
these six traitors to the working class
by branding them as ‘scabs’ and run-
ning them out of town: This was no
doubt due to excitables of the foreign
element in the cosmopolitan mining
centre of Fernle and was committed
on the impulse without either ' the
knowledge or consent of the Union.

Two things, however, resulted from
this. One, that the whéels of industry
were stopped in the whole of British
Columbia, for all the metalliferous
mines and smelters depend upon this
coal industry for thelir life as the
babe upon the mother. This is the
pendulum that moves the industrial
‘clock’ work of British Columbia.

The other result was that the legal
nthoﬂuu (no doubt well bribed by
the Coal Company) tried their utmost
to fix the responsibility of the riot on
the officials of the Union and thus deal

ah-thbbvtottamo(ﬁo,
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still the ‘honest’ judge decided that
one man's word was better than twen-
ty and committed them for trial.

He would have made inquiry and
would have been honest even with
himself. But Mr. Casson has been
traveling backwards for several years
now, and he gets farther and farther
from the truth as he travels, until he
has now lost 'sight of it altogether.

Certainly, the Socialists have differ-
ences among themselves. Their party
would not be too large to hold Casson
if they did not. So long ds men and
women choose to govern themselves,
to conduct their own affairs, to exer-
cise democracy, there are bound to be
differences of opinion and antago-
nisms.  Differences could easily
eliminated were everybody to accept
one man, Casson, for instance, as final
authority upon all questions. But the
Socialists say that no one man is big
enough or omnipotent enough to lay
down laws or to speak as authority
for them.

It brings to light some of
the secret work that is being done by
the *“Soclalist Propoganda Club” and
proves that Carl D. Thompson, & mem-
ber of the party, is also an organic part
of the club, and being used by the
¢lub, whose only purpose is to get con-
trol of the Socialist Party organization
in Nebraska. Furthermore, it shows
that Thompson has been taking advan-
tage of his membership in the party
to go among the locals of the state and
endeavor to win them over to the
work of the propaganda club. Also
note that this Burke; who is not only
a member of the Soclalist Party of
Nebraska, but its avowed ‘enemy, says
in his letter to the editor of the "Al-
liance of the Rockies,"” that ifneces
sary the “Soclalist Propoganda Club"
will bring Thompson to Omaha* and
uge him in making a fight to win.

Comrade Carl D. 1nompson, of Lin-
coln, has undertaken the task of or-
ganizing the tocialist Party In Ne-
braska outside of Omaha, and the es-
tablishing of the movement in har-
mony with the nat.onal platform and
constitution, .’ lengthy letter from
him lies on our desk.
