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“Hey, dey! and wh:t-‘s the matter
now, cries Grandmama with angry
brow,” and Grandma represents the
great capitalist class. This class, which
possesses so much of the brains of the
world, finds itself powerless to guide
and direct/the mighty forces of clvil-
jzation.

"Having been trained for ownership,
it finds itself disqualified for the per-
formance of any other function in so-
ciety, and since ownership by this class
is no longer vital to soclety, there is

no further excuse for the existence of.

this class. ;

The markets are still “unsteady,”
“lifeless,” “declining,” etc.

Corn is reported as strong.

Steel firm, and it ought to be firm
. and without blow-holes now that Andy
is doing so much to instruct the young
generation of slaves, who never get
time to gaze at the ugly, blood-stained
structures which his dirty dollars
helped to erect. We cannot forget that
Andy called in the Pinkerton thugs to
murder his slaves when they revolted
at their treatment and their wages.

Cotton is reported as strong, but all
we purchase is deficient {n this quality,
Wheat is rising, although the flour we
get generally refuses to rise; there is
too much clay in it.

Pigs, pork, beans, leather :nd scrap
fron have their fluctuations, their ups
and downs, but labor is plunging, going
down, down. As the price of labor falls
the spirits of the vultures of soclety
so0ar. B

The real capitalists, those who have
some sense of responsibility, are per-
plexed. They find they have conjured
up powers that are beyond their con-
trol. They have prescribed large doses
of “stand pat,” but the results are far
from satisfactory.

The wise men of the East have been

summoned ‘and their magician is pre-
paring doses of “oontentmeht" and
“submission.”
. The priest has been instructed to go
before the people to still their troubled
spirits, and waving his wand he shouts,
“Whom the Lord loveth, he chasten-
eth,” but this does not restore quiet, for
the people are growing hungry and
they are tired of stones; they demand
bread. And the slaves are determined
to have bread, milk, honey, fruits, nuts,
music, flowérs, clothes, horses and
houses.

And this is what troubles the mas-
ters, for their markets have decelved
the slaves and caused countless thou-
sands to mourn. These mourners are
saying one to another, “Let’s destroy
the markets, these slave markets, for
by these markets we are cheated; we
will, produce for use and not for sale.”

When the masters hear this language
they are troubled, their hearts quake,
their limbs tremble and they shudder
and grow sick. And when they have
recovered a little from their fright,
they cull their servant, the President,
and tell him to do something to get
the slaves to return to thelr tasks.

The President, with flushed cheek,
flashing eye and loud volce, shouts to
the muititude, saying, *“We must render
our army more efficient and we must
construct and maintain a larger navy,”
and thereat all the masters shout long
and loud, but the slaves are dumb.

The slave that has a master is re-
bellious, and the masterless slave wants
nothing so much as a master. This is
why the laber market is falling. This
is why *tbe future looks so gloomy to
the slave.

The custom of sending clippings to
this office is a good one, and one that
I hope to see extended, but all who
do this should mark upon each clipping
the name of paper and the date also:

sprang into the air and shouted that

such an attempt would destroy incen-
tive, and then he fell back, exhausted.

Just at this juncture there appeared
upon the scene a young man of a mild
and subdued mien. He held “The So-
clalist” in his left hand and with the
index finger of his right !,\nnd pointed
to the cartoon in which’ a dagger is
thrust through the figure of Rockefel-
ler. This young man was manifestly
seeking to make himself impressive. He
struck a tragic attitude and thrust his
finger on the figure of Rockefeller re-
peatedly, and then said, “Socialism
stands for m-m-m-u-r-r-rd-e-r-r, does 1t?"
And then, with soft and plaintive ones
of méifing tenderness, he told of the
love, mercy and infinite tenderness of
the Savior of the world, and then he
looked upon his listeners in a way that
said as plainly as words, “This is my
moment of triumph.”

I asked him if he knew that the dag-
ger in the cartoon was simply a symbol
of the ballot, the most peaceful way
known for the expression of the col-
lective will? He answered not, but I
then recited the facts upon whlch the

cartoon is based, and paused.

In the interval during which I had
told briefly the story of the tyranny

and oppression of the Colorado min-

ers, the whole attitude and bearing of
this man had-changed. Now his eyes
glared, his face was flushed, and so
soon as I ceased to speak, he broke in

with explpsive force, saying: “The
miners of Colorado should be shot into
submission.” ; :

The: group saw the contrast between
the soft, plaintive; meilting plea for
submission on the part of the slaves,
and his feroclously savage assertion
that the masters must be allowed to
shoot these same slaves into submis-
sion.

CHARGED WITH MURDER.

Joe McDonald, formerly superintend-
ent of the Frisco mine at Gem and
now superintendent of the Tredwell
mine in Alaska, is under a cloud charg-
ed with murder, so the news dispatches
say, and the United States authorities
are investigating the matter. McDon-
ald is charged with the murder of a
man who was sent by the company to
investigate his management and ascer-
tain if he was stealing from the com-
pany, the same as Whitney was sent
to Gem to investigate and was mysteri-
ously murdered.

PHYSICAL DEGENERATION

MEMPHIS, Tenn.,, Nov. 17.—Sclen-
tists are busy with the fact that the
European nations (especially those in
which Capitalism is rapidly working
out its destiny) are degenerating phys-
fcally. In Great Britain they have in
the last half century lowered the phys-
fcal standard of recruits in height
four inches and in chest measurement
two inches. Now we gather from sta-
tistics complled by the German Minis-
ter of War that little over one-half
of the young men called for military
service are fit to be enrolled. Dr.
Stricker gives causes for the degener-
ation. “Boys being worked beyond
their powers at an early age, und in
the lower strata of workers, insuf-
ficlent nourishment, This being
worked beyond or up to the limit of

their power naturally causes them to

take to stimulants, which also becomes
a factor in the case.”

‘ The Socialist indictment of the cap-
italistic system In the exploitation of
the worker stands good, and its resuit-
ant effects are here candidly admitted.
Neither can we boast that in our free
America such things cannot be. The
results of conditions in the effects on
the workers are with us to see, so that
he who runs may read. ‘The iron
worker in the large plants in the East
is the exact prototype of his European
brother in Great Britain, Germany or
France, Clothe them alfke, shake them
up, shut their mouths and you could
not tell their nationality, except in
some few very pronounced types. The
factories of shoes, cotton, tobacco, our

Sharp Questions Answered

Sioux City, Ia., Dec. 18, 1903.

Editor of “The Socialist,” Dear Com-

rade: Your attack on my position as

- mot being class conscious is unwarrant-
ed. My reference to Liebknecht's “No
Compromise” was a mistake. I am
¢ 1 saw it in some other writing of
which 1 cannot recall at present.

He refers to the small merchants, the
professionals and the tenant farmers,

" whose inevitable destiny compels them
to cast their lot with the Socialists.
This is sclentific and true. This does
not mean that they can become Social-
ists and still cling to the dying hopes
of their class. They never make real
wocialists until they can fully realize
that they bave joined a party which

* dtands for the economic death of their
own class, along with any other class
except the class of the useful producer.

“The Socialist” displayed very prom-
nently for some weeks at the head of

. the paper, in large type, the following
beadline, which, while thoroughly in-
consistent with what it aims to teach,
is very timely and practical: ;

. “What we-say is that the Socialist
Party is the party of the working class
which the farmer should join"

The farmer is a class, according to
“The Soclalist” (which is correct) with
distinct interests of his own, with
hopes of reforming the rotten system of
capitalism to suit his own peculiar
position and be greatly behefited by it.
If this be true, why should the farmer
be trusted any more than the rest of
the middle class? Why this appeal to
the farmer? It may be argued that
the farmer does not live on imterest
and profit, but let us not forget that
in nine cases out of ten the farmer is
a direct exploiter of his hired help,
which is equally as bad.

The reason of appealing to any other
class than the wege-workers by “The
Socialist,” the reason of this seeming
inconsistency is the following;

When we talk of a straight line we
mean a mathematical line, one without
a_body, simply a division between two
planes; it possesses only one guality,
length. As soon as we begin to illus-
trate the line, or practice our theory,
2s soon as we actually draw a line with
a pencil, no matter how sharp, we have
reaily not created & line at all, we have
substituted a body for an idea, a body
that has all the qualities of a body—
having width and thickness, no matter
how insignificant. It is a practical
method of expressing a theory. It is

getting to the theory as near as we’

can, but not nearer. Men of all classes
must be allowed to join our movement,
if they express well our philosophy,
whiie they, themselves, might be trans-
planted from a foreign soil and ac-
climatised with us, Socialism in the-

ory is a pure working class philosophy.

Soclalism in practice gives us our Wil
shires, our Hindmans, our Singers, our
Engelses, our Tituses, our Vander
Veldes, etc.

If we should thoroughly eliminate
from the Socialist Party of Germany
every other clement outside of the
wage-worker Soclalists, it would leave
t.e party, if not in a strangled con-
dition, at least in a crippled one, for
some time to come. The same is true
of the rest of Europe. And why shall
we eliminate them? They are ours
from a historical necessity. They have
been arafted into our body by an evo-
lutionary process until they have be-
come flegh of our flesh and blood of our
blooa. .

The Socialist Party in any land must
be a working-class party, and any man,
be he a farmer, -professional or middle-
man, that joins us, must do it with his
eyes open and be assimilated by the
movement rather than to expect to as-
similate the movement for his imme-
diate class interest. This is my posi-
L.0n.

But my letter you have not answered
yet,” When I asked you why you make
“fignc' on individuals a, peculiar spe-
cialty of your valued paper, when we
can engage in legitimate propaganda,
the same as “The Worker"” or “Chicago
Socialist?” your answer is, wé do not
fight Herron, or Debs, or Hilquitt. If
you realiy, as you say, shrink from a
fight, wuy fill your columns with it,
paper after paper? Why do not other
papers pursue the same policy, while
you admit them yourself to be models
of good Socialist periodicals? While
no paper can guarantee to be free from
criticising, occaslonally an individual
who ‘is on the wrong track, it should
not make “fight” its main and contin-
ual feature. »

The name of “The Seattle Socialist”
1has become synonymous with that of
“Scrapper.” 1 say, let’s 1ift Socialism
out ot its boyhood into intelligent man-
hood. The Socialist Party is badly in
neea of papers like your own, teaching
the class struggle, educating the work-
ers to know the meaning of working-
class politics. Then let us teach class-
conscious, revolutionary, working-class
Socialism, the same as “The Worker,"”
“Chicago Soclalist,” Cleveland Citizen,"”
ete. A

Now, one more word and I am done,
I can understand “The Socialist” con-
| tinually fighting “The Appeal” for past
sing. How about the “Coming Nation?”
“The Sociallst” has’'never yet quoted
anything from the “€oming Nation's”
editorial columns that would brand
him as a advocate of “Middle-Class So-
cialism” or anything that tends to
“blur_the class distinction in society.”
Why this unwarranted attack?

REPLY BY “THE SOCIALIST.”

First, The Wage Class Basis.

Comrade Brodkey belongs to that
branch of the middle class known as
merchants or traders. - He naturally
gpeaks from the point of view occupled
by that sub-class. He does not see why
“The Socialist” should seek the farmer
sub-class any more than the merchant
sub-class. ; :

Our reason is this, that the small

!/ farmer, who constitutes the bulk of the
. farming class, is & producer of value,
while the merchant is not, except in-
cidentally. The farmer does not, as a
rule, employ men at wages. He is not,
itherefore, an exploiter of other men's
iabor power. He creates wealth by his
own labor and is robbed of the most
it by varlous capitalistic processes. We
believe the only way by which he can
be rescued from this ,robbing is to
join the mighty wageworking class,
“the typical and growing class of the
capitalistic system, in its political fight

_ to abolish the chief source of capital
itself, namely, the employment of men

' on wages, )

But the merchant is only an exchang-
er of values. He buys an orange for
1 cent and sells it for 2 cents. It is the
same orange after the transaction as
before. ‘There is no added wealth in
the world after the dealer has handled
it. The exchange transaction has
enabled the dealer to get onme cent of
value which some worker has produced
and has been robbed of. The merchant,
therefore, is only fighting with others
of his class to secure as much as he
can of other men's product.

The small merchant, like Brodkey,
{8 certainly having a hard time. He
is being driven out by the big merchant
and being precipitated into the class
of wage-workers. If he is keen enough

_ to see his ultimate finish as a class,

" and if he is noble enough to refuse
to become a salaried slave-driver, he
will make a good Soclalist, one of the
best, in fact.

“*“The Socialist” has never contended
that such men should not be received
into the Socialist Party. It is a total
misrepresentation of our position to
say that this paper has ever advocated
the rejection of any one from party
membership because of his occupation
or class. Quite the contrary, we have
always urged all, even middle-class peo-
ple, to join the party, exactly as in our
cartoon of Dec. 13 we have pleaded
with middle-class papers to come to
the wage-worker’'s table and welcome.

But where we differ radically from
Comrade Brodkey snd his kind is in

, this, that we do not belfeve that these

_elements “outildy Lo GALMWOr o er Bo-
“clalists,” are essentinl to the paity. We
" do not believe the Hyndmans, Singers,

" Wilshires are the main element to. be |

. considered at all. In fact, we do not

peal. Some of the ambitious, self-
seeking sort will join us too fast. Oth-
ers, the noble, self-sacrificing sort, will
come anyhow, and are exceptional, too.

What we say Is: make our main op-
peal to the class of wageworkers, the
true proletarians, and pay no special
attention to the other classes or sub-
classes.

When a Socialist worker thinks it of
more consequence to make & convert
out of a lawyer or a doctor or a clergy-
man or a storekeeper than to convert
a hod-carrier or a knot-gawyer, or when
he can refer to any man in overalls
and jumper as “only a worfsingman,”
In-fact, 8o long as he has any lfngering
preference for the respectable classes
of society, and thinks of the wage-
workers as "the class beneath,” he
has no place in the Soclalist movement.

Comrade Brodkey, we are glad to
note, comes pretty near accepting this
position in the first half of the above
letter, but not quite unreservedly. He
gtlll thinks the movement would be
in pretty bad shape without its Hynd-
mans and Wilshires. :

Second, Our “Scrapper” Reputation.

“Why fill your columns with fight
on individuals, paper after paper?”
asks our critic, ;

Our reply is, wé do not. We chal-
lenge Comrade Brodkey to “show me.”
He Is as much in error in this assump-
tion as he was in quoting Liebknecht's
“No Compromise” to sustain his former
middle-class appeal. It is simply false
to say the columns of “The Soclalist"
are or ever have been “filled” with at-
tacks on individuals. The truth is we
have never attacked a single individ-
ual. Not a word of vituperation or
character assassination or questioning
o motives of exposure of personal rec-
ords has ever been written by the ed-
itor of “The Socialist” in the past four
years. Just take yoqur files of this
paper, Comrade Brodkey, and see if
you cap find any such “fighit on indf
viduals.”

You have been misled by what some-
one else has said about us. Two years
ago, when we made our exposure of
the “Appeal's” non-Socialist, “Public
Ownership of Monopolies” platform,
Wayland responded by calling the ed-
itor of ““The Soclalist” all sorts of
names, “Bigot,” Disorganizer,” “En-
emy of the Socialist cause,” a “De
‘Lgou." a "Judas"” who ought to be
hung. ; g

This idea of “The Soclalist” and its
editor was spread broadcast all over
the country among Socialist readers,
who regarded Wayland's word as s
law and gospel. They had never seen
“The Socialist,” but it became common
taik that it was “De Leonistic,” ete.

We explicitly challenge anyone to
find any hard names in our language.
We point out as clearly as we can the
errors of the men and papers that we
believe to be fundamentally wrong.
But we have never attacked persons—
never.

Now it seems to us about time the
comrades quit judging “The Socialist”
by what Wayland and Mills falsely
sald.of it when unable to. refute its
arguments concerning their non-Social-
istic position. Certainly it is no proof
that we call names because others say
80. Find out for yourself, Comrade
Brodkey. Hunt through “The Soclal-
ist” from No. 1 to No. 177 and you
will not discover & word from the pen
of the editor that is an attack on an
individual. More than that, we have
repeatedly criticized our correspond-
ents for using abusive language. We
refused to publish the “Teller County
Manifesto” on account of its abusive
language. ,
~ “The Socialist” is perfectly willing to
be judged on its record. But we de
mand of our critics that they produce
proof instead of eternally repeating
what they have heard somebody else
say about us.

Third, ‘l'The Coming Nation.”

Comrade Brodkey says he does not
blame us for representing “The Ap-
peal” as middle-class on account of its
“past sins.” Time was when he thought
“The Socialist” was altogether wrong
on the “Appeal” question. Just so the
time may not be far distant when he
will see what “Thé Coming Nation"
really stands for.

The editor of “The Coming Nation”
will not deny that he 18 in sympathy
with Walter Thomas Mills’ conception
of the Socialist movement rather than,
say, with Morris Hillquit's conception
of it. ‘

For example, Prof. Mills in “The
Coming Nation” of November 6, under
the heading, “How to Get Members for
the Socialist Party,” gives directions
that chime exactly with the general
method of “The Coming Nation.” He
does precisely what Liebknecht depre-
cates In “No Compromise,” he ‘“blurs
the principles of the class struggle on
which our tactics must be founded.”

Mills says iz so many words, “Don’t
make the mistake of supposing that
men who work for wages are the only
working men.” He argues that we are
a working class party because under
Socialism everyone will have to work.
Absurd and muddled as that sounds,
that is his argument.

“The Coming Nation™ itself is quite
like its favorite contributor in this
indefiniteness with respect to the pro-
letarian basis of the Socialist Party.
When asked, “What is the Class Strug-
gle?" the editor replies, “Society is
divided into two classes; one is on top,
while the other is on the bottom. Those
on the bottom are fighting to get on
top; those on top are struggling to
stay there,” and more equally indefl-
nite. Not a word about the economic
facts. Not & word that the wage class is
robbed in the payment of wages. Not
a word that Socialist tactics are based
on the economic fact of the class strug-
gle.

The editor laughs at those who are
urgent about “party -tactics.” He dis-
misses with an easy story those who
“are putting in a good deal of time fig-
‘uring on the best way to establish So-
clalism.” By this he means “The So-
cialist;” for instance, always insisting
that there is great danger of our get-
ting into our ranks a host of middle-
cl,nu men who will be content with
public ownership of monopolies, and
who have no real revolutionary alms.

The most characteristic feature of
“The Coming Nation” is an easy-going
optimism combined with a skilful use
of Soclalist terms and an almost total
absence of economic teaching. When
economics is introduced it is quite as
likely to be wrong as right. For in-

wage-worker is exploited both in pro-
duction and éonsumption, and the very
latest cartoon deplcts the worker as
paying the taxes to support the army.

In line with this “blurring of class
distinctions” are some of the most
prominent quoted articles, “The Last
Hope of the Workingman, by Jere Bax-
ter, president of the Tennessee Central
Railroad, was published without com:
ment and with apparent approval in
the issue of October 10. This speech
wps & middleclass, Democratic argu-
ment against the trusts. It might*far
better have been printed in a Hearst
paper as a plea for the workingman to
support the Democratic ticket.

We have no hesitation in classifying
“Thé Coming Nation” with the “lib-
eral” and “broad” wing of the Amer}-
can Soclalist Party, that wing repre-
sented by Mills and Carl Thompson,
and which denounces insistence upon
the wage-class basis as “De-Leonistic.”
. We do not believe that-the editor
of that paper will repudiate our classi-
fication. Those of his stripe do not
believe the Socialist party should- be
made to sit down at a wage-worker's
table. Their cry is, “Get everybody in;
stop this cant ahout “class struggle”

stance, we are repeatedly told that the

hundred times before, we sincerely be-
lieve if this method is pursued, the So-
cialist Party in 1910 will be just about
where the Populist Party now is

Only on the fundamental economic
facts of the situation, only o nthe
basis of the class struggle between the
wage class and the capitalist class, only
on the homogenous interests of the
wage class, can a stable political party
be built up.

If we are wrong ip this judgment,
then the International Socialist policy
is wrong. If that is wrong and Soclal-
ism can really be achieved in 1908
through & grand union of the wage
class and small business class and
farmer class interests, no one will be
gladder to be proved wrong than the
editor of “Theé Socialist.” But he
doesn't expect to be proved wrong by
cheerful whistling,

For instance, “Privately owned papers
are more capitalistic than Soclalistic,”
contains a principle which would logic-
ally lead us to establish colonies and
co-operative industries of all sorts; but
we are not aiming to establish Social-
fsm in the midst of capitalism. Or
again, “Whereas, Such papers produce
party strife,” might more truthfully be
written, “Whereas, Such papers pro-
duce free and full discussion of all
party questions and thus lead to prac-
tical unity.”

We think also these resolutions are
wrong in assuming that the present
free party press does little good in the
way. of propaganda.

But after ali is said, the main objec-
tion to a great party-owned daily is the
almost overwhelming influence it will
bestow on the National Cominittee of
Publication.

THE IDAHO SITUATION.

As.  Reported to the National Com-
mittee.
Od November 23rd the National

Secretary recelved from Secretary E.
B, Ault, Local Lewiston, Idaho, a let-
ter, with resolutions adopted by that
local on November 8th, declaring that
“the present State Committee of Ida-
ho” had “failed to call for a referendum
for the election of state officers In
April last, as provided by the State
Constitution,” that the State Commit-
tee had failed to receipt for dues paid
by locals, and-requesting that the ‘“Na-
tional Secretary be requested to re
fuse to officially recognize the present
State Committee and National Com-
mitteeman for Idaho,” and that “Or-
ganizer Wilkins be sent into the state
immediately to prepare for assembling
a state convention for the purpose of
electing new state officers trans-
acting such other business as may
properly come before said convention.”

Secretary Ault encloséd a copy of the
state constitution adopted two years
ago, whicn shows that all officers were
to be elected annually, the term of
office to begin on April 1st. Ault
states that just prior to the time for
officers taking their seats last April,
a referendum was initiated in the state

(by whom is uinknown) which sought|

to change the basis of representation
in the state committee, and to change
the term of officers from one to two
years. These changes, Ault states,
were adopted, although Local Lewis-
ton never received notification of the
fact. Nevertheless, Ault maintains,
these changes could not apply to the
officers piréady elected, and & new elec-
tion should have been held, which was
not done up to the time the resolu-
tions were adopted (Nov. 8th).

Afterwards, however, Local Lewiston
received from the secretary of Local
Bolse, a blank for referendum for
state officers. This blank (a copy of
which has been received at the Nation-
al office) is dated Nov. 14th, and the
vote upon same is called to close Nov.
25th. The referendum blank is signed
“Fred .Carter, Secy., of Local Boise.”
The officers called to be elected are
National Committeeman, State Secre-
tary-Treasurer, State Organizer, State
Local Quorum, located at either Boise
or Pocatello, whichever place was se-
lected as the location of state head-
quarters; The nominations for these
offices were stated to be made by Lo-
cals Boise and Pocatello, and seconded
by Laocals, Welser,qBurke, Silver City,
Emmett ‘and Caldwell. There are 36
locals upon the Idaho list upon file at
National Headquarters,

The National Secretary, upon receipt
of the foregoing, wrote to the State
Secretary, A. M. Slatery, Idaho Falls,
for information and an explanation.
Before receiving & reply to this letter
one was recelved from Comrade Slat-
ery dated Dec. 1st, in which he stated
that he was about to resign, that
there were not a sufficlent number of
locals in good standing in the state
to ensure a representative opinion of
comrades throughout the state, and he
would recommend to the Executive
Committee the appointment of a tem-
porary retary so that a reterendnm
could be had.

Later a letter was received from the
secretary of Local Bohe relating the
negligence of the State Committee and
stating that ““We have a State Consti-
tution that states specifically what
course to pursue, and after one or two
abortive efforts over,the state to effect
a reorganization of the state organiza-
tion, Local Boise took the matter in
hand, nominated a ticket, got the re-
quired number of seconds and issued
the referendum,” that Local Pocatel-
lo had also nominated a ticket, which
was seconded by Local Boise, and the
two tickets were sent to the referen-
dum, which states that “out of 54 ref-
erendums, sent to the various locals of
the state, 13 were returned,” and that
the following officers were chosen: W.
E. Stache, Wallace, National Commit-
teeman; L. E. Workman, Boise, Sec-
retary-Treasurer; A. G. Miller, Boise,
State Organizer, and the Local Quorum
with headquarters at Bolse.

A’letter has also been received from
W. E. Stache, stating that he has
been elected National Committeeman,
and exphlnlng that the election of
state officials initiated and conducted
by Local Boise, was based upon Article |
XIII, Section 1, of the State Consti-
tution, which is as follows:

“Any five locals in three counties
may demand or initiate a referendum
of the membership of the state on any
proposition or any lct(on of any of-
ficer or committee.”

‘Comrade Slatery (State Secretcy).
teplies to the National Secretary’s re

quest for information to the effect that

| he believes “the best thing would be

to send Organizer Wilkins into “the
state immediately,” as suggested by
Local Lewiston, and that “we are so
disorganized that perhaps this will be
the easlest way out,” that (Slatery)
“did not know that Local Boise had
started a referendum,” and that the
Constitutional provision for an Ex-
ecutive Committee from each county
had not been carried out. Slatery
also says, “there will not be any trou-
ble if there be any competent person
person ‘appointed to straighten mat-
ters out.” He also gives a list of pay-
ments of dues made since August,
which shows that Locals Gibbonsville,
Halley, Garfleld, Farnum and Harrison
are the only ones mentioned as remit-
ting dues to the State Secretary.

Secretary Ault sgain. reports that
Local Lewiston on Nov. 22nd reaf-
firmed its resolutions of Nov. 8th, re-
questing the National Secretary to re-
fuse to recognize the referendum in-
itiated by Local Bolse, “as an arbl-
trary usurpation of the rights and
duties of the whole membership of the
state,” inasmuch as the nominations
voted upon “were made by only six
locals, without the knowledge of and
secretly from the rest of the locals in
the state.” Secretary Ault also claims
to have remitted a money order for
dues for three months, in October last,
to the State Secretary, and no report
has been received from the latter.

The last remittance for -dues re-
ceived at the Nationa! Office from Ida-
ho was in August, .to the amount of
five dollars. In one of the letters
reported above (dated Dec. 1st), Com-
rade Slatery stater he was remitting
$7.45, but that a mistake by the post-
master in making out the money or-
der caused a delay. The remittance
is not at hand up to this writing.

The foregoing statement of the sal-
ient. points in correspondence received
by the National Secretary shows a com-
plicated condition of affairs in Idaho.
It is evident that the state officials
had neglected their duties, that a ref-
erendum for new state officials was in-
itiated by one local, with the nomina-
tions seconded by five others, that the
other locals in the state had not had
an opportunity to make nominations,
that only eleven days were allowed in
which the locals throughout the state
could be reached and subsequently
take action upon the referendum, that
only 13 ‘locals altogether voted upon
the referendum, and that none of the
locals named as initiating and conduct-
ing the referendum are reported by-
retiring State Secretary Silatery, as
paying dues, ultbough general claims
are made that dues have been paid.

Under these clrcumsuncee, and in
view of the fact that no Natlonal dues
have been received from Idaho in four
months, and that retiring State Sec-
retary Slatery endorses, the recommen-
dation of Local Lewiston, it would
seem to he just to all concerned that
National Organizer Wilkins be sent
into Idaho to investigate and get the
state organization into working order
again, if possible, and that pending
his report all communication between
the National Office and Idaho be sug-
pended,

As it is reported that in order to
secure a place on the official ballot
a state organization must be in work-
ing order by Feb. 1st, immediate ac-
tion should be taken, and if the above
recommendation is approved Comrade
Wilkins will be sent into Idaho at.the
earliest date possible.

If this is true (and the capitalist
news service would hardly give it out
if it were not true), if such a condi-
tion exists in our sister state, then the
military despotism that Socialists have
predicted is beginning to be real. This
outburst of militarism may not spread
at once—it may subside when the con-
ditions in that locality become nor-
mal; but just as surely as the appear
ance of a certain peculiar eruption
upon the skin indicates the presence
of a certuin organic disturbance with-
in the body, just as surely this first
show of COMPLETE military despot-
ism indicates the existence of soclal
disturbance within the body politic.
.Only under certain conditions of soci-
ety can such an exhibition of mili-
tarism be possible. . Those conditions

are: (1) abject weakness of the peo-
ple; (2) unlimited power of the rulifg
class, and (3) a struggle going on
between this rufing class and that
weakling class, Now, this class-strug-
gle may exist (as it&has existed in
all its intensity since the feudal age),
and yet affairs on the surface of so-
clety may pursue the even tenor of
their way; but the moment the ruling
class resorts to its last weapon—mili-
tary despotism—then the social dis
turbance has reached its acute stage,
and a revolution of one kind or an-
other is at hand.

It may be a retrogressive physical
revolution. The military may quell
the strikers in Colorado by means of
lead, and the act' be repeated in other
states at different times, until ithe
workingmen, thoroughly subdued and
humbled, shall bow their heads and
put them Iix the yoke their masters
have made for them—the yoke of eter-
rul wage slavery. ;

Or, it may be a progressive ph;aiml
revolution. The workers may be en-
raged out of their weakness, gather
up their strength, and then, in red,
red blood, my brothers, they will wipe
away the stain that capitalism has
made upon the earth. ;

God forbid that either of these cal-

amities befall the human race.

Socialiste—world patriots—if you
love your brothers, if the song of free-
dom can stir your hearts—arise!

Our freedom is at stake, and the
soclal structure hangs in the balance.
A mighty crime is being perpetrated
down in another state, and it may
drive our brothers mad.

There is work for us to do, and our
duty is plain. The tollers have the
ballots—teach them to use them. They
have found that strikes have falled,
that boycotts have failed, they will
soon find that their trades unions will
also fail, and then, they will be face
to face with the fact that the only
weapons left them are the ballot, or
the bullet. If we do not persuade
them to vote, they will surely, some
day shoot.

Those men down in the Colorado
mines, and all the tollers throughout
our land and across the seas, are sorely
in need of that help that will guilde
their energy to safe issues—and we
are the only ones who are able to give
them that help. Socialism is the only
thing that can save those who toll
And the class-consclous Soclalist. is
the Sogialist of whom labor is in need.
Sentimentalists, stand back. Your
place is not here. When the conflict

by the

is over and the battle won, yeu will
have to help us to establish the Co-
operative Commonwealth—but the man
of the hours is the man who is class-
conscious, the man who knows that the
worker is a slave to the master-class,
knows how and where he is being en-
slaved, and who realizes that the way
to abolish the slavery is to stand on
the working-class battle ground and
fight for the overthrow of the wage
system.

The coming Trevolution may be a
peaceable one, or it may be violent,
but it must result in one of three is-
sues—slavery, chaos, or socialism.

To the Socialist who is fired with
the unquenchable spirit of the class
struggle, there is nothing.to be sald
but a word of encouragement. He is
always where the war clouds hang,
doing yeoman service to mankind. To
the Socialist who is dreaming on the
hilltops—IN THE NAME OF GOD,
WAKE UP!
