Decades is Greater than During All
the. Preceding Periods of History
‘Astounding Results of Modern Ma-
chinery in Creating o Surplus for
Tavestment and Exploitation A Rev-
olution in Huasan Conditions.

Phat thie wealth of the world is in-
creasing at an astonishing rate is evi:
dent from the growth in various forms
of fixed cupital and the large overflow

" of surplus suvings into the ‘undevel
oped countries. The wealth of the

United States is computed every ten

years from census returns. The total

wealth in 1850 wus put at £7,125,780,-
*S or ¥308 per capita, and in 1870 at
068,515,507 or #7580 per capita.
This amount rose in 1850 to $43.642,
000,000 or 570 per capita, and again in
1890 o $65,037,00i s or ¥1,026 per
capita,  Expert statisticians estimate
that the amount for 1900 will be at
least 290,000,000,000, or nearty $1,200
per capita.

These great accumulations of capital,
secking investment where it can be
found on most profitable terms, afford
the reason for the great guthurst of
colonial activity by the leading nations
of Europe and the intercst which is
beginning to be shown by the great
Powers in protecting their national
investors wherever they go and in using
all the resources of diplomacy and arms
for securing free markets, for goods
and open fields for eapital in Ching and
other developed countries. The rapid-
ity withywhich surplus capital has in-
ereased within the last generation, and
especially within & few years, finds ex-
plunation in the ratio which this capital
bears to previous sccumulations.  Civ
ilized people have always managed af-
ter a fashion, except in periods of fail-
ing crops or other abnormal disasters,
to provide their food, clothing and
shelter from their current labor. When

the uce of labor saving devices per-

mitted raving beyond what was re-
quired for these subjects, the surplus
become available for other uses. Ina
sense, everything saved above what was
necessary to sustain civilized life in its
simplest form might be held to repre-
sent surplus capital for investment in
Iabor saving machinery. ~The law,
which explains the pnenomenal growth
in the forms of surplus capital seeking
investment indicates why the increase
in this surplus will be rapid and strik-
ing in'the years to come, as all forms
. of machinery increase in efficacy and
the accumulated savings of previous
geoerations become available for in-
creasing the producing power of the
Rgeneration on the stage.— . A. Conant
in The World's Work.
