ise of life before them, full of strength
and vigor in the service of the eause.
And facing them there sat that noble.
looking greybeard, the old veteran of
the German movement. he who es.
poused the cause of the oppressed and
exploited some years before Lassalle
unfurled the purple babner, and then
joined the Sociulist pionéers—there sat
Julius Vahlteich, and the contrast be-
tween him and the lads on the platform
was brought out in strong relicf, It
accentuated the fuct that our duy”is
nearing its end, while yourg America
was asserting itself ready to don the
armor bright of the Social Kevolution,
to enter the lists on behalf of their class
and to fight the battle of labor, and to
fight 1o win.
