“Employers’ Liability” in the United
States and “Workmen's Compensa-
tion” In Foreign Countries.

“The legal liability of employers for
injuries -to their employes in the
United States” and a “Summary of
the workmen's compensation acts of
foreign countries” are the subjects of
articles in Bulletin No. 74 of the Bu-
rea of Labor, of the Department of
Commerce and Labor.

In the first article Lindley D, Clark
discusses at length the more import-
ant principles of the common law as
generally applied to the subject of
employers’ liability in this country,
together with such variations as ap-

In striking contrast with conditions

in the United States is the position
of the forelgn workman who is Injur-
ed by accldent in the course of his
employment. Practically every for-
elgn country of any importance in-
dustrially bas by legislation recog-
nized. the principle that the workman
is entitled to compensation for inju-
ries from -accidents received In - the
course of his employment. Twenty-
two forelgn States have enacted such
legislation, namely—
Austria, Belgium, British Columblia,
Cape of Good Hope, Denmark, Fin-
land, France, Germany, Great Brit-
ain, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Luxem.
burg, Netherlands, New Zealand, Nor-
way, Queensland, Russia, South Aus-
tralia, Spain, Sweden, Western Aua-
tralia.

While there is some varlation ln
the provisions of the foreign laws as
1o the circumstances under which
workmen are entitled to compensa-
tion, as a rule compensation Is not
payable unless the injury causes dis-
bl t for a ified b of
days or weeks,

The employer may usually be re-
lieved from the payment of compensa-
tion If Le can prove that the injiry
was caused Intentionally or by wiil
ful misconduct, or, in some countries,
by the gross negligence of the Injur-
ed person or during the performance
of an illegal act. In none of these 22
countries does ordinary negligence on
the part of the Injured employe work
a forfeiture of the right to compensa-
tion.

The Industries usually covered by
the laws are manufacturing, mining
and quarrying, transportation, bulld-
ing and engineering work, and other
employments involving more or less
hazard. In Belgium, France and Great
Britaln the laws apply to pmcuu.ny

sia. Employes of the state, provincial
and local administrations usually

‘or lump-sum  pay-
menu for disability or death.

In most coun 8 employers may
contract with statesor private insur-

ance institutions for the transfer of
the burden of payment of compensa-

tion. In a number of countries such
transfer is obligatory. Provision Is
usually made for the protection of
the beneficlaries in case of Insolv-
ency of employers.

The acts of nearly all of the coun-
tries are framed with the view of ob-

viating the necessity for Instituting
legal proceedings. The Mawa are so
specific with regard to the compensa-
tion allowed and the regulations fer

its pay t that agr are usu-
ally bly made b the em-
ployers .and the victims of the accl-

dents. If disputes arise, however, the
law specifies the necessary proced-
ure for their settlement either by spe-
cial arbitration tribunals or by the
ordinary law courts,

Perhaps there is no, better illustra-
tion of how capitalism regards genius
than the story of acetylene gas.

Acetylene gas Is, by the way, the
most charming of all artificial light,

Once upon a time, on & back street
in Cleveland, Ohio, lived a chemist
with aspirations, by the name »f Wil-
son.

Brilllancy of ideas is the distinction
of genius, Wilson concelved the idea
that if coke and llme were fused, the
result would be a carborundum by a
cheaper process than the present one.

So Wilson powered a quantity of
coke, and pulverized a quantity of
lime, “shook 'em up” in a retort, and
fugsed them at 6,000 degrees Fahren-
heit,

Six thousand degrees Fahrenheit,
by the way, must be pretty tolerably
warm,

It is probable that Wilson broke
open the retort and removed the con-
tents with trembling hands,

Much depends upon the issue of
an experiment like this. If the resuit
is carborundum, an experimenter be-
comes a genius, If it is a fallure, he
is—well, probably he i1s a darn fool
wasting his time,

And when Wilson removed the
strange looking cylindrical mass from
the retort, it was not carborundum
at all, and he dumped it into the back
alley with huge disgust,

But you can't tell for a few days
after an experiment like this, whe-
ther an experimenter is8 a darn fool,
or whether he is a genius.

(c) A Gray Cat.

You will probabiy regard the last
two Iitems as frivolous, but that is
because you do not appreciate the
value of littie things. But for his
raln barrel and the gray cat, Wilson
would, probably, have remained mere-
ly a chemist, an experimenter and a
darn fool all his life, It is, under-
stand it, because you haven't the
brains to understand the profound
importance df gray cats and rain
barrels, that you are not a genius.

THE HISTORICAL
ACHIEVEMENT
OF KARL MARX

By Karl Kautsky

Tranzlated at the request of “The Socialist”

Foreword

At the request of the Educational Commiftee of our
party at Bremen I gave a lecture on Karl Marx in that eity
on December 17th of the preceding year. Seme of the
Bremen Comrades who had heard this lecture urged me to
issue it in pamphlet form, since it was calculated, in their
opinlon, to correct widespread errors concerning the mean-
ing of Marxism and the achievement of Marx. Herewith
I comply with this invitation, without, however, limiting
myseli to a mere reproduction of that lecture. I have en-

larged it at differnt polnts for publication, perticularly in
its first part.

It is not a eulogy on Karl Marx, which 1 bring here.
Such a thing would not suit the proud mind of the mau
whose motto was: “Follow your course and let the peo-
ple talk.”

Moreover, It would be out of place at a time when his
personal significance is recognized by all the world.

I am rather interested in facilitating the understand-
ing of the gift of Marx to the world. This i¢ by no means
80 generally known as would be necessary at a time, wherd
bitter controversies are carried on for and against Marx.
Many a one may find on reading the following lines, that
thoughts, which have become matters of fact today, had
to be discovered by Marx and Engels through hard work.
They will also find that ideas, which are offered to us today »
as surprising and new discoveries, by which the "obso-
lete” Marxism is supposed to be overcome or further de-
veloped, are at bottom nothing but the revival of concep-
tions and modes of thought which were In vogue before
Marx and were wearing away, and which were overcome
precisély by Marx, although they always réappear to the
new generations, who are strangers to the history of our
movement,

For this reason this work Is not written merely as a
contribution to the history of our party, but also as a
contribution to the settlement of pending questions.

Introduction

On March 14th, 1908, it will be 25 years since lll[x
died, and in the beginning of the same year it was 8ix
decades since the “Communist Manifesto” appeared, in
which his new teaching found its first comprehensive ex-
pression. These are long periods for times as fast as
ours, which change thelr sclentific and artistic conceptions
as quickly as their style of dressing. But nevertheless
Karl Marx still lives among us in his full strength, and he
dominates the thought of our times more than ever, in
spite of all crises of Marxism, In spite of all refutations
and defeats by the chairs of capitalist sclence.

This amazing and ever increasing influence would be
wholly inexplicable, if Marx had not succeeded in laying
bare the last roots of capitalist soclety. If he has done
that, then it Is a fact. that, so long &s this form of soclety
endures, no new social discoveries of any fundamental na-
ture can be made beyond those of Marx. And In that
case the way shown by him will remain theoretically and
practically far more effective than any other, The. powerful
influence of Mafx upon modern thought would, however,
be uninteligible, if he had not been able to grow mentally
beyond the confines of the capitalist mode of production,
to recognize the tendencles, which lead on beyond it to-
wards a higher order of soclety, and in this way to hold
up to our view remote alms, which shall become more dis-
tinct and tangible through the further progress of histor-
ical development. To the same extent will the magnitude
of the man be revealed, who was the first to understand
them clearly.

It is the rare combination of scientific depth with
revolutionary daring, which causes Karl Marx to live far
more powerfully among us now, a quarter of a century
after his death, two generations after the beginning of his
public career, than he did when he was actually alive.

Let us try to gain a clear conception of the nature of
the historical achlevement of this wonderful man. We
shall then realize that it may most appropriately be regard-
ed as a work of unification, & unificgtion of different, and
often seemingly antagonistic flelds’in a higher unity. Above
all we mean the unification of natural science and men-
tal science, of English, French and German thought, of
the labor movement and soclalism, of theory and practice,
That he lueeoodod in all this, that he was not only famil-
iar with all these flelds by his unequalled universality, b
but also grasped them to the point of mastery, made It
possible for Karl Marx to accomplish his stupendous his-

“The lecture of E. J. Tamblin last
night in Carpenters’ hall at the meet-
ing of the local (Spokane) Socialist
party was & general statement of the
principles of socialism.

ther the remszins of Emile Zola, the
father of the realist school, were to
