City Jail, Bull Pen, Denver, Colo., 10 p. m.

Gee! what a stinking, lousy place!

Forty-eight prisoners—cell 10x12. :

Just got through a half hour’s talk to the poor unfortunates—white
and black. ’

Ten minutes after Comrade Meltser and myself landed in bullpen, the
46 “vumt‘g" wanted a talk on Socialism. They got it and hollered for
more. “Debs for mine.” “Socialism for mine.” *“No more old parties and
bullpens for me,” were some of the expressions that greeted us when we
finished the job. 4

How did we get In jall? You read my letter last week—well, for nearly
four months I spoke to large crowds on 16th and California streets. Last
Saturday night I spoke on the “Stupidity and Cowardice of Capltallst Class,”
and brought forth several carloads of evidence to prove that they are by
far “the most stupld, cowardly and incompetent of all the ruling classes
in history.” Commenting on their stupidity and short-sightedness in their

. attempts to suppress the Sccialists, I reviewed the Seattle and Los . Angeles
" fights for free speech.

I must have made some awful mistake. I declared that the Los Ange-
Jes police didn't know the erican flag from the crimson banner of rev-
olution, and in their mad frenzy, trampled the Stars and Stripes in the Qust.
The cops were listening. We had boasted of worsting the Los Angeles po-
lice; they would show us how they'd do the trick in Denver.

I announced that Monday night would be my farewell speech in Den-
ver, leaving Tuesday for Omaha and the East to speak for National Com-
mittee.

Just the hour for the police to strike. “No speaking Monday night”
cried the bulls. “He'll take water for he has to go Tuesday to fill his dates.”

Monday night hove in sight—so did the blg crowd—so did the bulls, 20
strong. Sergeant McIntyre—grandest cossack of, them all—who loves a
Socialist as the hawk loves chickens—loomed up like a she wolf in a sheep-
pen, in all his paint and feathers, “Your permit is revoked; no speaking
here!” .

Well, that's how I got in the bullpen with my comrade Meltzer to keep
company with these forty-six other undesirables. There was sure speak-
ing on that corner about three hours ago.

1 spoke exactly one minute and 20 seconds. Here s my speech, taken
down In short long hand by the cock-sure bull: “Our permit is revoked—
thanks to the police, No more hagging for permits. The die is cast. We'll
show them a permit they can't revoke. We'll talk on any corner or tne
city. The Constitution of the United——Dbiff!—— And the loving ser-

- geant is hugging me to his heaving bosom.

Up goes Comrade Meltzer. “We'll speak till hell freezes——" But
it didn't freeze, and it ain't froze yet. We ought to know—we are both
sweltering in hell with 46 other undesirables, .

Meltzer has been there before, so has Morgan—and so have more of
these poor devils who swear by all that's cussed in this glorious free
country that they'll vote for Debs—and liberty. But that don't make this
cell smell any the sweeter, and the bugs bite just as they did of old, but
the jailer is more brutal than I have ever seen him before.

11 P. M.—I have been dozing, stretched out on the jail floor. Awakened
by & coarse, gruff volce, grunting out: “Socialists wanted,” we are ordered
to appear before the Chief of Police. I must halt here. I wonder i{f we
are to be manhandled? I barely escaped when walting to be searched
and booked. I meekly suggested that Socialism was growing mightily these
days, and that the police board better be about enlarging their quarters.
1 escaped with an awkward {ll-timed blow in the chest. I have completely
recovered from the shock. Ta-ta  Hall to the Chief!

Tuesday Morning—Gosh all fishhooks, but this air do feel fine, And
them bugs—ain't I been giving them a merry chase? Talk of parasites—
it's & lesson in soclology and “how to get poisession” to see the consterna:
tion among those bugs—and their abject willingness to compromise on my
terms when I stepped out from under— Mighty Caesar!

When I contemplate the innate meanness in man—his love of revenge—
I walked 18 blocks with a tin can full of those bugs, just to empty on the
doorsteps of Gov. Buctel, Bishop Matsz, Captain Lee and Sergeant Mcintyre.
I would spend a month in jail for the chance of sleeping one night in Ser-

geant Mclintyre's bed after being released from jail with a good catch of

the leanest and hungriest of this year's crop.

But what of our visit to the royal chamber? I must desist—too full,
or rather too empty for expression. They wanted to know—you know—
wanted to compromise—Denver Dry Goods Company was kicking—many
royal personages were kicking. In fact, a very devil of a big kick had been
‘registered by numerous very polite and very dignified sons of —— — ——
Toads—I belleve Jack London puts it. Well, these silk-socked sons-of-

‘Toads could tolerate no more agitation on 16th and California. Too sacred -

‘a spot; we were disgracing the city’s fair name, to say nothing of the
tobacco juice decorating the pavement within a radius of 50 feet of the great
‘Denver Dry Goods store. Well, we had our say asto our rights and the
rights of silk socks and other hoboes.

The longshoremen's union of Port-
land has endorsed the strike of the
Puget Sound Longshoremen, and no
freight loaded by strikebreakers here
can be unloaded at that polnt. It is
expected that similar action will be
taken at San Franclsco this week.

The Inveric, loaded last week by
strikebreakers, affords an excellent
fllustration of the expense of the
strike to the ship owmers. The cargo
consisted of 25,000 feet of lumber.
Two gangs of 20 scabs each were em-
ployed, and it required"séven days to
complete the job. the strike-
breakers were pald#§6 a day and
board. Half this mumber of experi-
enced longshoremen, at $4.60 a dap

TROUBLE
IN SWEDEN

A settiement has been reached be-
tween the employers and employees
in the building industry in Sweden.
According to the agreement, the high-
est-pald workers will be pald the same
wages as before, while all less skilled
will get a ralse. When oconsidering
that the master builders threatened a
general reduction of wages in all
trades, this settlement must be con-
sidered as a signal victory for the
bullding trades in Sweden,

At the recent yearly convention of
the English trade unions it was decld-
ed to introduce a bill in Parllament
which, if passed, will prohibit English
workingmen from being employed as
strike-breakers In other countries.
This had been made necessary by the
present dock-workers' strike In Swe-
den. This law would be of similar
nature as the one which prohibits for-
elgn powers from recruiting soldiers

“The Classes; or Soclalism and His-
tory.” This will cover the outlines
of universal history and ought to
draw a atill larger audience. No such
opportunity has ever been ‘offered on
the Pacific Coast to ecquire a com-
prehensive knowledge of Soclalism.
Soclalist speakers will find this a
School of Soclalism especially pre-
paring thom for meeting Capitalist

But Faith, with her earnest brow gazes
upon her face full of revolt and caresses her with her quieting hand.

All these passions and temptations, loaded with the burden of old
creeds and intoxicated with the polson of Prejudices, walk hostile behind
Thought. But like a crow behind an eagle they cannot follow his step.
Still they dispute him the leadership, instead of uniting with him to form a
light of power and creation. '

sStanding near Him, is Man's Eternal Companion, Death, ever dumb and
mysterious, every ready to stop his heart throbbing with Life.

Man well knows all these personages. They form hi simmortal
cortege. Better, however, than any other he can distinguish Folly, for
she is alry and powerful as a tornado, and she follows him obstinately
with all the strength of her power until she gets hold of his Thought and
tries to lure him into her wild dance.

And Man is aware how weak, imperfect and lame these creations of
his inventive spirit are. Thought alone, he feels, is his friend, and the
only one from whom he cannot be separated, for the flame of Thought
{llumines his way and on his march warns him against the otistacles, the
enigmas of life, the dawn of mysteries of Nature, and the dark chaos of
his heart.

Thought, the free companion of Man, with his cautions and keen eyes,
watches diligently and lays everything ruthlessly bare to light: the
tactics and stratagems of Love, her desire to humiliate and be humiliated,
which ends in the vanquishing and fettering of the lover.

The Shoe Man
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" 1 enjoyed your dig at the "Oonin.w
tee on Style,” which was instructed
by the national convention to polish
up the “style” of the platform, etc.
1 was opposed to such a committee,
because I regarded It as a reflection
upon the ability of the Platform Com-
mittee itself, and particularly that of
the comrades who had drafted the
various parts of the document. 1 was
assured that it was to be merely a
committee that would look after the
proofreading, that the meaning of the
document would not be changed, etc.
But warned by former experiences 1
remained obstinate, 1. wanted’ as
much as any other comrade a plat-
form, which should be correct in
grammar. But, on the other hand, I
have little sympathy with the “Pur-
18t” (Poorist would be a more fitting
pame for this microbe), because the
English language less than any other
has any consistent standard oy which
to gveigh what is “pure” English and
what is not. And where it is a ques-
tion of personal taste (and that is
what “Purism” amounts to, when sim-
mered down), I am not willing to sink
my own style'in deference to any
other comrade's. When the question
of revision for style came up in the
Platform Committee, I objected strong-
Iy to it, but was willing to go over
the document with Comnrade Ghent,
for whose literary taste and acumen
I have great respect. He and I did
go over the Declaration of Principles
together, after it had been adopted by
the Platform Committee, and we
agreed very amicably on some insig-
nificant alterations. Imagine my sur-
prise when the question was brought
up once more in the convention, and
a “Committes  on Style” elected,
which, as we know now, did not con-
fine itself to proofreading, but also
changed the meaning of the docu-
ment, as accepted by the Platform
Committee and the National Conven-
tion. There is certainly method in
that persistert call for a “Committee
on Style.” Never mind, we'll see to
it that this does not happen again.
It I had not been unable to get the
floor, I should certainly have contin-
ued my objection to this committee
in the convention. But I could not
get recognition from the chair, and
s0 I had to let the matter rest.

THAT RELIGIOUS PLANK.

For the same reason I was unable
to express my opposition to the
change of the religious plank from the
“Program” to the “Declaration of
Principles.” It does not belong in the
Declaration of Principles. In the Plat-
from Committee, this plank was wise-
ly placed where it belongs, among the
tactical declarations of the program.
As Wag correctly stated, I wrote the
first draft of the Declaration. It was
supplemented In the committee by a
few additions from Hillquit's draft,
to which I readily assented because
they struck me as conforming to a
Marxian conception of economic and
political evolution. But 1 was opposed
from the outset to any passage in
these principles touching upon relig-
fous matters, because our Declaration
of Principles, if touching upon this
matter at all, should have frankly
stated that we are historical material-
Ists. But this was not a question of
stating our A B C. It was a question
of applying our materialist concep-
tion of history to social evolution in
order to outline the economic and
political reasons for the existence of
a Socialist Party. I thought it wise,
however, to have this plank in the
“Program,” In order to assure pros-
pective members of the party that
they would not be subjected to any
religious test. How any one could
{magine that this plank could - be
meant for a declaration that histori-
cal materialism should not be taught
as a socialist principle from a soclal-
ist platform, I am unable to see. Lewis
feared that it would be so construed,
and I agreed with him that Carr and
other Christlan Soclalists might do
s80. But by what rules of logic or
dialectics they could successfully in-
terpret it so, I was unable to see. At
any rate, I saw no reason to strike
this plank out of our program, merely
on this account, for 1 know that nine-
ty out of one hundred class-consclous
proletarians will answer Carr and his
friends with a horse laugh, If the
Christian Soclalists claim that the
“teaching of atheism,” that Is, of his-
torical materialism, should ceate from
a Socialist platform. This Christian
Socialist position merely proves the
utter ignorance of its advocates in
the matter of the development of scl-
entific Socialism, and it would be too
great s concession to them to dignify
their antics by a serious and formal

question of reaching people not fa-
millar with the A B C of Soclallsm

npcn M points, it would be unsci-
entific, unmarxian, to approach them
in the line of the greatest resistance.
That is all the religious plank meant,
and it was wise to have It in the pro-
gram. But now, by a sudden reversal
of everything agreed to In the Plat-
form Committee, Hillquit's amend-
ment shifts this plank over into the
Declaration of Princlples, where it
does not belong, where it is a mis-
statement, where it breaks the contin-
uity of the original thought, and where
it may justly be interpreted as every-
thing that Lewis feared. It should be
stricken out of the Declaration of
Principles and placed, in its original
form, back into the program, where
it tells the truth, and where it was,
before the delegates beat for hours
around the bush, only to come to a
which pl the whole
question in the most ambiguous light.

Hillquit's change of mind, and the
change of front of Lewis, are both
individual instances of the way in
which the lack of Dietzgen's dialectics
shows the inconsistency of narrowly
Marxian reasoning. There is a gap
between principles and tactics, which
the strict historical materfalism and
its dialectics do not bridge, but which
would easily be bridged by Dietzgen's
comprehensive dialectics. Until this
more far-reaching dialectics takes
hold of the bright minds in our party,
we shall always meet with such sud-
den changes of front as those just
mentioned.

scribed. It takes $20,000, everybody
must get busy and especlally locals
along the proposed route. The train
can stop long enough at stations where
a crowd can be collected to allow
Comrade Debs to practice rear plat-
form speeches, the same as other
Presidents of the United States have
delivered,

The most flattering reports reach
the State office from places visited by
our speakers. Rainler, Yelm, Win-
lock, Chehalis and Porter have done
nobly. Large crowds turned out
everywhere and in copsequenoe the
collections taken in some instances
surpassed the amount for expenses.
Some comrades wonder how they may
meet the expenses, thinking of thelr
own empty pockets, and then declide
to dispense with meetings altogether.
These comrades and locals overlook
the fact that it is the public which
must foot the bills, Through a sys-
tematic advertising, crowds can be
made to attend our meetings, and the
speakers will then do the rest.

At a recent street meeting In Teni-
no a “sllk-hat defender” of capitalism
tendered Comrade Herman a bet of
$40 proposing to successfully refute
some of his statements. Herman
could not be thus bluffed. He prompt-
ly accepted the wager. Needless to
say that the capitalist gave away to
the proletarian, Nevertheless this
little Iincident proves some things at
least, Either Comrade Herman had
the forty dollars in his pocket (doubt-
ed, though, by everyone who knows
Herman), or he was simply bluffing,
but made It stick.

Henceforth the members admitted
by locals, total number of members
paid up to date and total membership
of locals will be published, together
with State Secretary's financial re-
ports. It is evident that local secre-
taries’ monthly reports must be the
basis for these publications, If this
will not serve any other purpose the
members of a local may know whether
or not thelr respective secretaries at-
tend to their duties, and thus give
them an opportunity to prod them
along.

There are no walls around Cen-
tralia, and the comrades of that town
surely show the right kind of Social-
st spirit to go out in the byways and
highways, also, besides doing excel-
lent work in Centralia.

Local secretaries will kindly send
in at once a lst of comrades now
holding political positions, including
those who have been elected and
gerved in any public office in the past.

That idea that Soclety is moved by inherent laws like
“matter” or “animals” or other portions of the universe, that idea is Marx-
fan, and hence Soclalist. That is the Materialist or Economic Conception of
History, Look out, Moffett; it will hardly do to be as sclentific as that.

But he goes on from bad to worse. His next sentence is this: “The

Socialists and the Republi stand together in recognizing the inctl
of the old, petitive, listic organization of industry.”
To be sure they do. But who would expect to hear Scientific Truth
s0 well expounded in this capitalistic “Colliers.” *“The Social Forces"—
good old word ‘of Marx and Engels forty years ago—are certainly forcing
the “extinction of the old order.”” And Mr, Bryan, a true leader of “the last
stand of the old order.”

Says Moffett in conclusion: “Perhaps Mr. Bryan is Mrs, Partington
sweeping back the Atlantic with a broom, but any rate, Mrs. Partington
was a conservative, not a radical”

Yos, Dryan 18 “pathetically conservative,” all right, and hypocritically
or rather stupidly proclaiming himself a radical.

But Roosevelt is ditto and Taft, too, so far as he represents Roosevelt.
Both of them, and the Middle Class behind them, seek to curb or stunt or
destroy the Trusts. The Socialists alone praise the Trusts as the palpable
instrument of “Social Forces” preparing and perfecting the organization
of industry for its final proletarian capture in the interests of the new so-
clety.

Democratic politiclans are not one whit more frieudly to organized
labor than are Republican politiclans, and their party record in congress,
and in state legislatures proves it.

The so-called injunction plank adopted at Denver, when analyzed, is
found to mean nothing, and It is not improved in the least by Mr. Gompers'
puerile elucidation. k y gl

During my officlal connection with organized labor, T had injunctions
issued against me by the courts from the Atlantic to the Pacifiic—more
than have ever been issued against any labor union official before or
since—and I may therefore, I hope, without presumption, claim attention
when that subject is under discussion.-

The lnjunc”on is one of the most effective weapons the Capitalist
class has in keeping the working elass In subjection, and it has no more
intention of surrendering the rap§ fire Instrument, or suffering it to be
turned into & flint lock, than it #hs of surrendering the profit it gouges
out of its enslaved and enjoined sctims.

The labor injunction is one @ the tentacles of Capttalism and will
never be destroyed until Capitalism itself is destroyed; ana the Democratic
plank purporting to defend organiesd labor against it, is a rank counter-
felt, an unadulterated sham, an unssitigated fraud.

: From free silver in 1896, the Democratic party has turned to gold
bricks in 1908, and that Is the only ehange it has undergone,

For a quarter of a century Gompers, of the American Federation of
Labor, shrieked “no politics” as the slogan of Union abor. The logic
of events, and the Socialist movement, have at last drivem him from his
reactionary position, and now his banner is no longer inscribed, “no
politics,” but instead, “into the Democratic party.”’ No eonder Belmont
and Carnegle regard him as a safé leader of the working class.

'No, he is not, for after capitalism
has taken four-fitths of his social pro-
duct and the petty grafters who de-
rive their existence from the capital-
istic authority have all taken their
subsistence out of his skin, there is
very little left of the wherewithal that
makes depravity possible.

Besides, what carousing there is
cannot be avolded. For a blanket
stiff is a man for all of that, and if
you incarcerate him In a fiithy bunk-
house, drive him when working with
all the refinements of a sclentifically
organized system of speeding-up, feed
him in pitiful conditions, deprive him
of papers and reading material of his

lown lking, a reaction must take

place.

As to the nature of that reaction,
it is not as described by the average
newspaper man in the pay of capital-
fsm. It is not brutal dissipation, wil-
ful intoxication and debauchery. These
are merely by-products and the funda-
mental principle of capitalism 18 re-
sponsible for them. The nolsy and
disorderly performances of blanket
stiffs on the streets of our cities when
“blowing in their stake” are the result
of the profit system which entices the
saloonkeeper to allow his place to de-
generate from a poor man's club into
something worse, by providing facili-
ties for gambling, questionable side-
shows and even worse.

It was a minister of the gospel who,
after long studies and following many
blanket stiffs closely on the heels with
the tenacity of a detective, came to
the conclusion that even in their ex-
cesses they werd not morbid, but re-
mained sane. Many of them, he tes-
tifled, are just trying to live for a few
days on a highér plane of material
comfort and their underfed bodles,
their organisms debilitated by the lack
of hygiene of the unhealthy camps,
cannot stand the change, and prevent
them from following the unsuspected
downward path that leads from a rea-
sonable enjoyment to downright ex-
cess.

What can save the blanket stift?

S8OCIALISM. From a general point
of view Soclallsm means the overthrow
of thoge general facts of which the
exploitation of the blanket stiff are
but specific Instances. Destroy capi-
talism and you destroy the causes of
which the petty forms of graft that
prey upon the blanket stik are but the
effect. %

Destroy production for profit and
where would the unventilated, un-
drained shack of today show fitself to-
morrow? Destroy the graft of the big
fellow who owns the tools of produc-
tion and robs thé blanket stiff out of
four-fifths of his social product and the
employment-officé grafter will disap-
pear with him, for the very same rea-
son that when a'big building falls to
ruins, all the parts of the bullding are
generally destroyed from the weathcr-
cock on the roof to the woodshed back
of the kitchen.

But from a more personal point of
view, and a more direct one, also, I
say to the blanket stiff that he can
only be a man by being Socialist.

As a Socialist he will have two
strong arms, a political one and an
economical one, They will both be
parts of the one body. In his Soclal-
ist ideas he will find the inspiration
necessary to overcome the real dim.
culties which the unionizing of un-
skilled laborers of unsteady occupa-
tion must go together with. In the
principles of Socialism he will find the
dignity born of class consciousness
and the self-respect dne to a oclear
understanding of his dutles and rights
In the dally occurrences of the class
struggle. Soclalism to him will be a
new world, a new conception of things,
a new point of view from which to
judge them. Real Socialism, not the
one that some hang up from lecture

SOCIALIST PLATFORM OF WASH.

The Socialist Party of the State of Washington endorses the Principles
of International Scciallsm and of the Socialist Party of the United States.
For the campaign of 1908 we present to the voters of this state the
following declarations of our principles and program: g
1. The Soclalist Party Is primarily the party of the Proletariat.
2. We recognize the Class Struggle between the Proletarian Class
and the Capitalist Class as the supreme fact of modern civilization.
3. We recognize this struggle as a struggle for the possession of the
world’s wealth and for all the benefits of human progress.
4. We recognize the historic mission of the Proletariat to be its own
I Ipati through its political victory over the Capitalist

Class.

The growing solidarity of the Proletariat industrially in Labor Unions
and politically in the Soclalist Party is a sign of this uitimate victory.

5. We recognize the increasing i ity of the Capitalist Class to
control Soclety. '

The Industrial crisis which this country is now experiencing, and of
which a financial panic is the least significant feature, has in this state
as well as all others r d the dependent Proletariat to such desperate
straits that it is inconceivable that they should tolerate their condition
did they rightly comprehend the underlying The ploiting of
the Proletariat of a part of their labor product results in their inability
to absorb the wealth they have created. This is known as the failure of
markets and a so-called periad of over-production is foll d by a réacti
of which the presént industrial stagnation is an ple. The Improved
of pr which should logically result in shorter work-hours
and better living wages for the workers actually resuits in a smaller
number being employed. Thus there is a per t ployed problem
which Is intensified by the recurring periods of industrial reaction. As
these crises result in acute misery to the Proletariat and are wholly the
result of the capitalist mi g t of ind 'y, the enforced idieness
of the workers must be relieved by immediate employment of jobless men
on works of public utility.

This failure of the Capitalist Class in their conduct of the affairs of
society, Is a sign of approaching social dissolution.

6. We assert the victory of the Proletarian Class over the Capitalist
Class will not only emancipate the victorious class but abolish all other
classes as well.

Soclety will then be organized as one class, all enjoying together the
splendid fruits of human invention. g

7. We propose that the Proletariat shall conquer political power and
use that bower to take possession of all such wealth as is now used by
the Capitalist Class to force the Proletariat to surrender the wealth it
creates.

The ownership of the instruments of wealth production, such as
factories, mines, rallroads, machinery and land gives the Capitalist Class
its power to amass all wealth In its own hands. The Socialist Party
proposes to transfer that ownership from the Capitalist Class to the
Proletarian Class and to use political power to that en

This is the Proletarian Revolution. $

8. We know that such a Revolution cannot be accomplished In any
one mt'- We must win full political power in the entire nation. Execu-
tives, legislatures, courts and armies must all be captured by the Proletariat
In order to effect its appropriation of all property used as capital.

9. But we propose to force from the Capitalist Class while it Is still
in power, such concessions as we can.

Whenever Soclalist Party C are eclected to office, the Party
guarantees they shall advocate every measure which will alleviate the
poverty of the Proletariat and improve its conditions.

10. As such measures calculated to improve Proletarian conditions
under Capitalist rule and to assist the Proletariat in achieving its com-
plete triumph, we advocate and demand:

(a) Immediate public employment of the unemployed at the State's
expense at full union wages on such works as Irrigation, reforestation and
road building.

(b) Preservation from capitalist destruction, of natural resources such
as mines and forests, in order that abundance may be preserved for soclal
use after the Revolution,

(c¢) Abolition of Court injunctions in Labor disputes.

(d) Abolition of all Oriental Immlgrnlon' which is subsidized ar
stimulated by the Capitalist Class and all contract labor immigration.

(e) An eight hour day and a five and a half day week for all classes
of labor and further reduction when that concession har been secured.

(f) Abolition of employment of children of school age.

(g) Red of resid qualifications y for the fr
in a state to two months.

(h) AbsolOte freedom of press and speech.

(1) Equal suffrage for men and women.

. (1) [Initiative and referendum in order to protect against continued
Capltalist corruption of representative government.

11. We recognize that the class of smail farmers is also a working
and producing class, exploited, as well as the Proletariat, of all ity product
except a bare living.

We point out to the small farmer that his expioitation is due directly
to the great capitalist combinations known as the Trusts.

We also point out to the small farmer that the Trusts derive their
greatest income from exploitation of the Proletariat and will, therefors, con-
tinue to exist in full power so longas the Proletariat remains a subject
and exploited class. ‘ !

In a word, the amall farmer can only secure his own emancipation by
Joining the Soclalist Party and thus assisting in bastening the Proletarian
Revolution. !

12 The small capitalist is doomed. The Trusts by the laws of compe-
tition are destroying and proletarianizing the old-fashioned “Business Man.”
