purposes.

The approaches leading to the
place are not in a good condition, but
it will not be long till the planking
of the streets and the laying of the
sldewalks shall have been completed.

The Propanganda committee is ar-
ranging for public discussion meet-
ings on Sunday evenings, to take the
place of the otherwise customary ora-
tions. Some tactical question of gen-
eral interest in the Soclalst and
Labor movement will be discussed at
each meating. “The attitude of the
Soclalist Party to Women,” “The Re-
Jation ,of the Socialist Party to the
Trades Unlon Movement,” etc., have
veen suggested.

It is evident that the emplovers here
as in all other cases, realize that
one who exerts himself the most to
keep his job is the best employvee, for
there is a rule that’ whoever comes
to the headquarters first has the
first chance to work. The boys are
listed in the order they arrive on the
gronnds.

On week days the golf players do
not as a rule come until the after-
noon. Nevertheless, In order to get
a chance to work, the caddies begin
arriving on the first car In the morn-
ing. leaving. Ballard six o'clock,
thus waiting at Jeast six hours to
make, fifteen to thirty cents above
fheir car fare. Tt might be stated|
here, that on Saturdays and Sundays
at least half of the second class
caddies fail to get any work what-|
ever, »

These are some of the facts con-
cerning the game of golf, as viewed |
hy o Wage Worker. Tet us sum upl
these facts in order to display the|
“Benevolence” of these pillars of |
soclety  constituting the “Seattle|
Country Clib." On a week day a
first class caddie averages mmul;
fifty cents per day, while those of the|
second class make about thirty-flve
cents, If.given a chance to work. De-
duct twenty cents car fare, from
Ballard to grounds and return, and
we find that the first class: boy has
left for himself a net wage of thirty
cents and the second class caddie
fifteen cents. In order to make It
possible for him to earn this great
amount, it s necessary for hils mother
or sister to get up early enough to
prepare hls breakfast and put up
his lunch that he may catch the six
o'clock car. In any event it can
safely be sald that a caddie must
spend about twelve hours in order
to make his day's Wages. In other
words, he makes about two and a
half cents an hour if of the first
class, while ‘a second class caddie
must get along on one and a quarter
cents per hour. On Sundays, when
the players often spend all day on
the grounds, the boys fare & little bet-
ter averaging about six and a half
cents and four cents per hour, ac-
oorﬂuhthlr class.

Broad Outline
United States

The United States has heen visited
by considerable unemployment which,
however, has been to a degree con-
fined to the Hastern cities and dis
tricts, Further inland industry has
been  fairly active iIn spite of the
crisis and the presidential election.

There, as in England, a brutal court
sentence has contifhwted to the solid-
arity of the Workers. February 3rd
the Hatters' Union was sentenced to
pay a firm in Danbury, Conn., three
tmes the amount of damages done
it by a boym‘m, The decision eaused
a great upheaval. The formation of
a4 new Labor Party was at that time
under consideration. But the Unlons
now held a great conference and
abandoned this plan. It was time for
unity and not for division. A greater
class-conscionsness 18 the ' conge-
quence. The energetic’ campaign car-
rled on for the presidential election
is evidence thereof.

At the great Coal Miners' lockout
in  Pennsylvania one quarter of a
million workers were thrown out of
work. The¢ mine owners were hent
on foreing down the wages, but swere
unsuccessful.  The Workers emerged
victoriously., It was thought that the
lack of employment would cease at
of the year after the presi
but ft Is now be:

find that in France a /remarkahle
movement is heing carrled on in the
direction of greater unity in the So-
clalist and Labor movement. The
spirit of antagonism hetween "Syndi-
calists and the Soclalist Party was
very #strong in the beginning of the
vear. The Syndicalists here and
there carried through a few unim-
portant strikes besides the great Ma-
sons’ strike in Paris. Following this
came the awful butchery at Dravail
July 30, The “Radical” Prime Min-
igter Clemenecau had the soldiers fire
on the Workers who In return built
barricades and defended themselves
as best they could. Six Worklngmen
were killed and - sixty “soldiers and
many more Workers wounded. The
miserable Radical government caused
severnl Labor Leaders to be impris-
oned and has kept them so ever since.
This bloody incident, however, seems

[to have taught the Freach Working

Class that it must be united. At the
Syndicalists were already inclinea to
approach the political Social Demo-
cracy and at the Soclalist National
Congress, held shortly after, complete
unity was attained on the gquestion
of tactics. This was done wtih great
enthusiasm after a four hours’ speech
by Jaures, In which he constantly
kept his hearers spellibound.

The long desired unity wil un-
doubtedly have a great effect on the
French Social Democracy, and led,
among other things, to a signal vic-
tory in two special elections a few
weéeks ago, filling vacancies in the
Chamber of- Deputies.

Germany

The ‘debate on the Budget at the
Congress at Nuremburg was the great
Soclalist event of the year in Ger
many. Unity was not officlally reached
at the Congress. . The conflict has
not deepened, however. On the con-
JArary, despite all prophecies from op-
ponents, the party i{s constantly grow-
ing in Inner strength.

At the Prussian election June 16th,
our Comrades for the first time suc-
ceeded in having representatives elect-
ed.  Seven Socialists were elected,
much to the terror of the many aris-
tocrats in this the world’s most re-
actionary Parliament. These Soclal-
Ists are already showing their fighting
ability. At the close of the year a
serles of victorfes were galned at the
“Landtag” elections in the other Ger-
man States and at munieipal elections
all over tpﬁ country. In September
they gained an additional seat in the
“Reichstag” at the filling of a va-
cancy.

Our Germnn Comrades have held
great demonstrations throughout the
year for the introduction of Universal
Suffrage before the elections to the
varijous State Landtags (legislatures),
especially in Prussia at the beginning
of the year and In Saxony at varlous
times.
