Let alone others, about
half of the Congress(I) MPs even could not turn up.
So PTC buses and lorries were hired and people.
mainly rural folks, were cajoled into the pandals to

fill in the blanks
and some pocket money !

Yes, what it is, if not
a gimmick, to name the
venue of the session after
Kamraj, the last president
of the undivided Congress,
when Smt. Indira Gandhi
broke with the leadership
then existing and formed
her new party branding
Kainraj and the like as
“reactionary old guards”
and her new
radical postures.

Chaos and indiscipline —
typical of ‘Congress Cul-
ture’ reigns supreme over
the proceedings. The lea-
ders cannot draft anything
themselves. The presiden-
tial address had been re-
portedly drafted by the Se-
cretary to the Ministry of
Information and Broad-
casting, Mr. Mani Shankar
Aiyar, a foreign service offi-
cer was found often closet-
ted with the Congress(I)
leaders — perhaps-to pro-
vide “last minute sugges-
tions”, as and when re-
quired "on the dais, al-
though, on being asked by
the media men whether he
had already joined the
party, he quipped, ‘“Not
yet.” What happens, when
these leaders are to com-
ment on anything extem-
pore was exemplified by Mr.
Gandhi in his puerile ad-
vice to the Marxists of the
country not to follow a
book of Marx “seventy
years old” and backdated.
Evidently, he was not re-
hearsed well or at all that
the book ‘Capital’ was pub-
lished in 1867, more than
120 years back. Whether
that book has become out
of date or mnot is another
matter but nobody would
dare to undertake with those
ignoramuses. Moreover, our
concern is not over the lite-
racy level of the Congress-
(I) hierarchy which is
quite justifitd, as the big-

gest and longest ruling party
of the country, to represent
the literacy scenario of the
people.

port containing documents
to prove the fact of commi-
ssion agents being involved
in the deal. The Swedish
Radio also confirmed the
news  contemporaneously.
Did that change the AICC
(I) leaders’ attitude to the
question involved ? They
simply showered new tor-

rents of abuses on the
press and the opposition !
As if that cleansed their
hands !

A Sub-Committee was
appointed to furnish the
PM - cum - Congress (I)
President with some new
bluffing stock.

An air was created the
previous day as if he would
declare something palata-
able to countrymen in
general and the people of
Tamil Nadu in particular.

less than ten million. By
